By describing
the cognitive phraseosemantic modelling of ‘conceptual complexes’ through grammar means the authors endeavour to define
and formulate basic cognitive-semiotic features of English Continuous tense forms. As a result it is concluded that the general
cognitive model of the Continuous tenses actualises the discursive identity between the Actant-Subject and the Actant-predicate
noun expressed by the gerund of the meaningful verb.
